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The article focuses on the anti-militarist ideas of classical American
pragmatists and their 20th century successors. Thanks to Louis Menand’s
«Metaphysical Club» we now understand pragmatism as a reaction to (and
critique of) war and military regimes. Rocked by the horrors of the Civil War,
pragmatists set about creating a philosophy that would ground their country in
a more peaceful path. As they lived through the Spanish-American War and
World War 1, pragmatists learned to critique war in languages of democracy,
reformist problem-solving, and pacifism.

William James, John Dewey and Randolph Bourne regarded militancy as
a constituent element of human nature: «ancestral evolution has made us all
potential warriors» (James). However, pragmatists argued, war does not exist
because man is a «fighter», but because social conditions and forces have led
the «combative instinct» into such an unfortunate channel, and so we need to
redirect this instinct and find some «moral equivalent» of war.
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
